Boating Safety
Youth Classes: WCYC co-sponsors boating 
safety classes for youth ages 12-17 who wish 
to receive a Minnesota Watercraft Operator’s 
Permit. These classes help prepare young 
boaters for the operator’s exam.

Classes for Women: Our popular “Women at 
the Helm” class teaches women how to drive 
and dock a boat as well as how to handle 
basic boating emergencies.
